Ideal for both extended cruising and residential living, Apples

benefits from an Eberspacher central heating system, a Victron

inverter charger, shore power connection and an onboard generator,

providing comfort and convenience wherever your journey takes

you.

The galley is thoughtfully arranged with ample worktop space and

generous storage throughout. It is fitted with a four-burner gas

cooker with oven and grill, a fridge, stainless steel sink with drainer

and a washing machine, making it well suited to everyday life on the

water.
